ENGLISH
The Charles Bridge spans the Vltava River in the Czech Republic's capital city of Prague.
It is one of the most well-known historic bridges in the city.
Construction on it began in 1357, although the bridge was not completed until the early 1400s.

It was a replacement for the Judith Bridge which was built between 1158 and 1172 but had been
terribly damaged by floodwaters in 1342.

Before earning the Charles Bridge name, it was called the Stone Bridge or the Prague Bridge.
The locals didn't start calling it the Charles Bridge until 1870.

Until 1841, the bridge was the only way to cross Vltava, which made it a key connection between
Prague's Old Town and Prague Castle.

The bridge also made the city of Prague a key stop along the major trade route running from
Western to Eastern Europe.

It measures 621 meters in length and almost 10 meters in width and sits on 16 arches.
There are three bridge towers, two of which are located on the Lesser Quarter side of the bridge.

The third is on the Old Town side, and it is considered by many to be one of the most incredible
gothic-style buildings anywhere in the world.

The Charles Bridge has survived through several disasters and been the location of many major
events throughout history.

According to legend, construction on the bridge began on July 9, 1357 at precisely 5:31 a.m.
Roman Emperor Charles IV was said to have laid the first stone himself at that time.

He was a strong believer in numerology and believed that starting construction on the bridge at
exactly that time would make it exceptionally strong.

Did you Know?



Na Karlové mosté je umisténo 30 soch sefazenych ve dvou raddch. Vétsina z téchto soch byla vyrobena v
baroknim stylu. Pivodné byly vztyceny mezilety 1683 aZ 1714, ale dnes je vétsSina soch na mosté

replika. KaZd4 z téchto soch zobrazuje jednoho ze svatych uctivanych Cechy béhem konce 17. a pocatku
18. stoleti. Nékteré z nejznaméjsich soch na mosté zahrnuji svatou Luitgardu a svatého Jana
Nepomuckého.

The Charles Bridge holds thirty statues lined up in two rows, most of which have been done in the
baroque style. They were originally put up between 1683 and 1714, although today the current statues
on the bridge are replicas. The original statues can be seen at the National Museum in the Czech
Republic. Each of the statues depicts one of the saints venerated by the Czechs during the late 17th and
early 18th centuries. Some of the most well-known statues on the bridge include those of St. Luthgard
and St. John of Nepomuk.
